Dear Parents,

Welcome back to the beginning of a new academic year.   It is wonderful to see the children again. They have all grown and look fresh and alert and very smartly turned out. Please can I remind parents that all children with long hair which falls over their face when working and playing need to have it tied back at all times. This includes boys who are growing their hair.
Late Arrivals: Children who arrive after 9.00am should use the main entrance area. This will minimise disruption for the rest of the children in the class who have arrived on time. Can I remind parents that children who arrive after registration are marked with an unauthorised absence unless school has been informed of a reason for the lateness. During Open School from 8.45am onwards, teachers are responsible for the children in the classroom therefore please can parents who have important information for the teacher relay this at the school office or alternatively see me personally on the playground. Please do not be offended if the teacher turns you away at the beginning of the school day, their responsibility is to all children at this time of the day. Teachers are available at the end of the school day for parental consultations.

St Bede’s Gate: Please be aware that the gate between St Peter’s and St Bede’s will be locked daily from 9.05am.There will then be access at the end of the school day.

School Traffic: Can I remind you of the unofficial one way system in operation at the beginning and end of the school day. Cars should enter from Park View Road via Norfolk Road and leave via Talbot Road. Please park with consideration when bringing and collecting your children, ensuring access to residents’ properties is maintained at all times. Please do not double park or park on the grass verges. There is no access to park in the school car park at any time.Thank you.   
Dinner Money: Dinner money for the week for children in Years 3, 4, 5, 6 is £11.00 (£2.20 per day) and is collected each Monday, or may be paid monthly or half-termly if you prefer. Please make your payment online or send cash or a cheque payable to St Peters School Fund in a named envelope. A reminder that children in Reception, Years 1 and 2 are entitled to a Universal Free School Meal for the Academic year 2017 – 2018.
Learning Mentor: Katy Seed is our school Learning Mentor. She works closely with teachers, children, parents and outside agencies in order to address the needs of children who require assistance in overcoming barriers to learning. Such barriers include special educational needs, absence, punctuality, issues at home, bullying, bereavement, challenging behaviour and self confidence. She is also responsible for implementing Speech and Language Therapy programmes, counselling and behaviour plans. Should you wish to speak to Katy regarding any concerns about your child, you can email her katy.s@st-peters-pri.lancs.sch.uk or you can see her on the playground in the mornings. Please see your child’s class teacher about any classroom issues.
