Dear Parents,

Welcome back to the beginning of a new academic year.   It is wonderful to see the children again. They have all grown and look fresh and alert and very smartly turned out. Please can I remind parents that all children with long hair which falls over their face when working and playing need to have it tied back at all times. This includes boys who are growing their hair.
Late Arrivals: Children who arrive after 9.00am should use the main entrance area. This will minimise disruption for the rest of the children in the class who have arrived on time. Can I remind parents that children who arrive after registration are marked with an unauthorised absence unless school has been informed of a reason for the lateness. During Open School from 8.45am onwards, teachers are responsible for the children in the classroom therefore please can parents who have important information for the teacher relay this at the school office or alternatively see me personally on the playground. Please do not be offended if the teacher turns you away at the beginning of the school day, their responsibility is to all children at this time of the day. Teachers are available at the end of the school day for parental consultations.

School Traffic: Can I remind you of the unofficial one way system in operation at the beginning and end of the school day. Cars should enter from Park View Road via Norfolk Road and leave via Talbot Road. Please park with consideration when bringing and collecting your children, ensuring access to residents’ properties is maintained at all times. Please do not double park or park on the grass verges and parking is not permitted on the private road. There is no access to park in the school car park at any time. Thank you.   
Meet the Teacher: Key Stage 1 Tuesday 18th September, Key Stage 2 Wednesday 19th September, 3.45pm – 4.30pm.

Dinner Money: Dinner money for the week for children in Years 3, 4, 5, 6 is £11.00 (£2.20 per day) and is collected each Monday, or may be paid monthly or half-termly if you prefer. Please make your payment online or send cash or a cheque payable to St Peters School Fund in a named envelope. A reminder that children in Reception, Years 1 and 2 are entitled to a Universal Free School Meal for the Academic year 2018 – 2019.
Free School Meals: Your child may be entitled to free school meals if you are in receipt of income support or Universal Credit. Please see: www.gov.uk/apply-free-school-meals for further details and to check eligibility.

Language Tuition: Extra French and Spanish lessons will recommence week beginning Monday 17th September, priced £5 per lesson. To secure a place for your child please complete the reply slip and return together with payment of £25 for 5 lessons this half term. Please also indicate whether your child would be available for a class on Mondays after school, 3.20pm – 3.50pm. 
After School Sports: All after school sports and training will commence next week. 

Morning Break Snack: Years 3, 4, 5 & 6 may bring a snack of toast or fruit. This is also available to buy in school. No crisps, biscuits, sweets etc allowed to be eaten on the yard at any time. Reception, Year 1 & Year 2 are given fruit and a choice of milk or water. Please note there is a charge for milk.

Milk (infants only) – This is collected on a termly basis - £9.00 after your childs fifth birthday. Please pay online or send cash or cheque, payable to school, in a named envelope.
Medicines: Only medicine prescribed by a doctor can be administered in school. Forms are available in the school office and must be completed by a parent/guardian before medicine can be administered.
School Website: Please check the school website for upcoming events. You can download the school app by searching for the Schudio app in your app store then choose St Peters Lytham in the list.
ESafety NSPCC Workshop for Parents: There will be a workshop for parents on Monday 17th September, 4pm – 5pm. Share Aware is an online safety campaign to help parents keep their children safe on social networks, apps and games. Please complete and return the slip if you are able to attend.
Birthday Lunch: The cook would like to invite children whose birthday falls in August or September to a Birthday Lunch on Wednesday 26th September. The meal is the hot or cold meal of the day with the addition of a cake, hat and balloons and is priced £2.20 for children in Years 3, 4, 5 and 6 and is covered by the Infant Free School Meal Scheme with a charge of 50p to cover the birthday extras. Children may bring a packed lunch and join the table for 50p including cake, hat and balloons. Please complete the reply slip to reserve a place.
